Opportunities for a UK On-Site Renewable Energy Revolution

The Feed in Tariffs (FITs) are due to commence in April 2010 along with Carbon Reduction Commitment (CRC). The aim is to generating a shift in awareness in large organisations especially at senior level, and to drive changes in behaviour and infrastructure.  

The two schemes are a central part of the UK’s strategy for controlling our carbon dioxide (CO2) emissions and should improve the mechanisms to achieving them.  

This talk attempts to present the scale of opportunities in the UK for developer, asset owners (property and land) and investors for on-site renewable energy generation in the UK, looking in particular at the idea of the solar roofs concept developed by WSP and currently being deployed across Europe in the context of financial returns on renewable development, earnings from land or roof rents and potential CRC mitigation.
